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In our current situation, it is impossible to think the Christian call in relation to the polis without simultaneously discussing
the word “secular.” 1 will, thus, begin by analyzing the concept of the “secular.” | will then argue that if the one and only
Christian calling is theosis—which | define as divine-human communion realized through an ascetical learning how to
love—then the Christian is called to work toward a Christian secularism—a polis that protects and fosters pluralism, even
moral pluralism.
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
